 Hoy escuchamos la manera en que Jonás, enviado por Dios para 
advertir a la gente, pasa como un torbellino por las calles de Nínive, 
asustando a los ciudadanos hasta el pánico. ¡Y funciona! Dios tiene 
un cambio de corazón, al ver “sus obras” como la gente se aparta del 
mal (Jonás 3:10).

TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE 
 La cruda realidad de nuestro continente es que América es 
tierra de mártires. Esta semana recordamos el martirio del 
indígena quechua Segundo Francisco Guamán de Ecuador. Como 
la mayor parte de los indígenas americanos, los quechuas consid-
eran la tierra como pertenencia de la comunidad humana. De ella 
come y vive todo ser viviente. Desde la llegada de los europeos la 
tierra americana ha sido explotada y con ella los indígenas tam-
bién. 
 El siglo pasado unos campesinos ecuatorianos dirigidos por 
Segundo Francisco comenzaron a reunirse con el Ministerio de 
Agricultura y el Instituto Ecuatoriano de Reforma Agraria y Coloni-
zación. Que agencias civiles tomen interés por los derechos del 
indígena es siempre “buena nueva”. Lamentablemente lo que es 
“buena nueva” para la muchedumbre pobre es “mala noticia” para 
los poderosos. Uno de éstos decidió vengarse en contra de los 
campesinos. En su rabia, asesinó al joven Segundo Francisco de 
sólo 25 años de edad. Pero su muerte, como la de todo mártir, no 
fue en vano. Su sangre derramada sobre la madre tierra ha ido 
sembrando más movimientos por los derechos de los indígenas.

A NEW DAY DAWNS 
 Today we hear how Jonah, sent by God to warn the people, 
storms through the streets of Nineveh, scaring the citizens out 
of their wits. And it works! God has a change of heart, seeing 
“by their actions” how the people turn from evil (Jonah 3:10). A 
new day dawns. 
 Next we hear Paul telling the Corinthians, “The world in its 
present form is passing away” (1 Corinthians 7:31). He calls for 
a change of heart. Stopping short of telling them to stop carrying 
out their everyday activities, he urges them—rather mysteri-
ously—to live “as though” they aren’t doing the things they are 
doing. A new day has dawned. 
 Finally, Jesus stands on the shore and cries, “The kingdom 
of God is at hand!” (Mark 1:14). Simon and Andrew abandon 
their nets—and even their father—and follow him. A new day 
had dawned. 
 Everyone has to change when a new day dawns: the 
Ninevites, the Corinthians, the apostles, even Jesus! Didn’t a 
new day dawn today for us as well?

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 “Ordinary” is not always a desirable adjective. Who would 
not be insulted to receive a thank-you note for your “ordinary 
birthday gift,” or “the ordinary hospitality at the dinner party”? No 
restaurant advertises its “ordinariness,” no car dealer seats a 
customer at the steering wheel and whispers, “Look how ordi-
nary it is!” Yet here we are in “Ordinary Time.” The word carries 
a different meaning here: it does not mean these days are dull, 
boring, pedestrian, uninteresting. It means “ordinal,” or 
“numbered” Sundays, a season of the year when we follow the 
story of Jesus’ life and ministry in an ordered way, with each 
Sunday assigned an ordinal number. 
 You can amaze your friends with this example of Catholic 
arithmetic: the “Ordinary Sundays” begin with the last Sunday of 
Christmas, the Baptism of the Lord, continue until the Sunday 
before Ash Wednesday, and resume after a cluster of feasts 
following Pentecost Sunday. The numbers are calculated by 
counting backwards from the Solemnity of Christ the King, the 
Thirty-fourth Sunday in Ordinary Time. Now you know there is 
nothing “ordinary” about “Ordinary Time!”

EL TIEMPO ES CORTO 
 Un sentimiento de urgencia se refleja en todas las lec-
turas de hoy. Jonás advierte a los ninivitas: “Cuarenta días 
más y Nínive será destruida”. Pablo recuerda a los corin-
tios que “el tiempo se hace corto”. Jesús proclama que “el 
plazo está vencido”. No hay duda que los humanos tende-
mos a responder más prontamente a una petición urgente, 
parece estamos mucho más motivados cuando hay que 
hacer algo enseguida. Esta tendencia hace fácil posponer 
lo que no consideramos urgente: “Oh, ya habrá tiempo 
para eso más tarde”. 
 Para la gente en los días de Jonás, para la gente en 
tiempos de Jesús y de Pablo, el fin se consideraba inmi-
nente. Las palabras de los profetas y de los reformadores 
frecuentemente trataban de evocar un sentimiento de ur-
gencia. 
 No sabemos, por supuesto, cuánto tiempo tenemos 
como individuos o como nación para reformar nuestros 
caminos, pero sabemos por seguro que hoy nos queda 
menos tiempo que ayer. Las lecturas de hoy pueden ser 
una invitación para que revisemos nuestras prioridades. 
 

CREE EN LA BUENA NUEVA 
 El urgente mensaje de Jesús al pueblo de Galilea con-
tiene dos importantes declaraciones. El mandato a 
“arrepentirse” se escucha comúnmente. Mucho menos 
común es un mandato que exige que quien lo escucha 
tenga fe. Pero Jesús dice, “Cree en la Buena Nueva”. Esta 
no es una petición o una sugerencia. Él no dice: “Espero 
que puedas creer” o “¿considerarías creer?” Los cristianos 
bautizados, creyentes por definición, han de vivir como si 
sus creencias importaran. Por eso debemos tanto arre-
pentirnos como creer. Cualquiera sea nuestro llamado en 
la vida, nuestros familiares, vecinos, amigos y compañe-
ros de trabajo, deben todos poder decir que somos cre-
yentes en la Buena Nueva por la forma en que vivimos el 
Evangelio. El tiempo es demasiado corto para obrar de 
otra manera.

Third Sunday in Ordinary Time 
 

 In today’s fist reading, Jonah, sent by God to warn the peo-
ple, storms through Nineveh, frightening the citizens out of their 
wits. It works! They repent before Jonah makes his way through 
a third of the city, and God sees “by their actions” how they 
have turned from evil. 
 Then we hear Paul telling the Corinthians that “the world in 
its present form is passing away.” He calls for a change of heart. 
He stops short of telling them to set aside their everyday lives, 
but still he urges them—rather mysteriously—to live as though 
they aren’t doing the things they’re doing. 
 Finally, Jesus stands on the shore and cries, “The kingdom 
of God is at hand!” The apostles-to-be abandon their nets and 
follow him. Thus in all the readings we hear an invitation to a 
radical and immediate change in our lives. 
 

THE TIME IS SHORT 
 A sense of urgency is reflected in all of today’s readings. 
Jonah warns the Ninevites, “Forty days more and Nineveh shall 
be destroyed.” Paul reminds the Corinthians that “time is run-
ning out.” Jesus proclaims that “this is the time of fulfillment.” 
There is no denying that we humans tend to respond more 
readily to an urgent request; we seem to be much more moti-
vated by something that must be done right now. This tendency 
makes it all too easy to put off less urgent things: “Oh, we’ve got 
time for that later.” 
 For the people in Jonah’s day, for the people of Jesus’ time 
and Paul’s time, the end was believed to be imminent. The 
words of the prophets and reformers frequently tried to evoke a 
sense of urgency. 
 We don’t know, of course, how much time we have as indi-
viduals or as nations to reform our ways, but it’s safe to say that 
there’s less time left today than there was yesterday. Today’s 
readings may be inviting us to revise our priorities. 
 

BELIEVE IN THE GOOD NEWS 
 Jesus’ urgent message to the people of Galilee contains two 
important declarative statements. The command to “repent” is 
commonly heard. Far less common is a command that requires 
the hearer to have faith. Yet Jesus says, “Believe in the gospel.” 
This is not a request or a suggestion. He does not say, “I hope 
you can believe” or “Would you consider believing?” Baptized 
Christians, believers by definition, are to live their lives as if their 
beliefs mattered. That is why we must repent as well as believe. 
Whatever our calling in life, our families, neighbors, friends, and 
co-workers should all be able to tell that we believe in the gos-
pel by the way we live the gospel. Time is too short to do other-
wise.
